FINAL ANNOUNCEMENT, LOGISTICS AND REGISTRATION

The 35th annual field conference of the Tobacco Root Geological Society will be held Thursday evening through Sunday afternoon, July 29—August 1, 2010 at Anaconda, Montana. Field trips will examine the geology of the southeast Flint Creek Range, Anaconda Range, Big Hole River region, and Highlands. Topics will range from stratigraphy (Belt through Miocene), to this region’s complex structural history with episodes of overthrust and detachment faulting, to mineral deposits – particularly placer and lode gold deposits. 
This announcement provides information on the meeting schedule and events, lodging, and meals. The attached registration form should be completed and mailed to the Tobacco Root Geological Society (TRGS) at the address on the Registration Form. Please register by July 15 as we need to provide headcounts for meals prior to the conference. We are encouraging TRGS conference participants to make use of the meal services that we are having provided by a local service group, in addition to the traditional and unmatched TRGS Barbeque. Motels and restaurants are widely available in Anaconda and nearby, and were covered in some detail in the first announcement.  There are also US Forest Service campgrounds in the area, especially along Warm Springs Creek, and a State Park with camping at Lost Creek. If you are on facebook you are welcome to become a “friend” of our page. 
Our primary venue is Anaconda High School. Posters or maps are welcome and may be put up beginning Thursday evening. Breakfast Friday will be at 7:00 am followed by a short business meeting and session of technical talks at 8 am Friday morning. Friday’s field trips will leave from the High School when talks are concluded, estimated to be between 10 and 11 am. Field trips Saturday and Sunday leave from the High School at 8:00 am. The field trips are all day trips so you should select at most one Friday trip, one Saturday trip and one Sunday trip.

FIELD TRIPS

Fieldtrip #1: Friday, July 30. Cameron Mine to lower Warm Springs Creek. Larry Johnson and Jeff Lonn will lead an afternoon field trip west of Anaconda to examine structurally controlled mineralization (of uncertain age) at the Cameron mine, and to sort out the relationships in the structurally complex foot wall of the Anaconda detachment fault, where older (Cretaceous) structures  affect the lower Paleozoic section. We will also see an exposure of the Great Unconformity between Belt and Cambrian strata One stop near the end of the trip involves a hike of approximately 2 miles and gains 200 feet elevation across steep talus and a wide exposed ledge.

Field Trip #2: Friday July 30. Robin McCulloch, Katie McDonald and Ted Antonioli will lead a trip into the region south of Anaconda. The focus will a 3.6 mile walking tour (mostly on old roads) of one of Montana’s largest historic placer gold districts at French Gulch, sorting out the relationships of the placer deposits to lode mines and bedrock geology. Stops on the way will discuss the Anaconda Hot Springs travertine deposit and the regional geology.  
Field Trip #3: Saturday, July 31. Jeff Lonn will lead a full day walking tour of the Eocene Anaconda detachment fault. The traverse climbs to and along Stucky Ridge. This 5-mile off-trail hike gains 2,000 feet elevation and visits exposures of lithologies and structures on both sides of the fault system. Spectacular mountain terrain. 
Field Trip #4: Saturday, July 31. Chris Gammons, Jill Sotendahl and Bruce Cox will lead a trip to examine intrusive rocks, skarn alteration and gold-copper mineralization in the Highland Mountains southeast from Butte. The trip will visit two active mining projects and will include a brief underground tour at one mine; the operator may limit the number of underground visitors - first registered will have preference. Safety gear required; bring steel toed boots if you want to go underground.

Field Trip #5: Sunday, August 1. In the morning, Warren Roe will lead a trip into the northern Big Hole Valley to examine Tertiary sediments and what they reveal about post-Sevier extensional tectonism. Emphasis will be given to sedimentology, stratigraphy, dating methods and what the data may tell us about the recent geologic history of southwest Montana and eastern Idaho. In the afternoon, Jim Sears will further develop the Miocene story downstream, highlighting work testing the hypothesis that the Big Hole Valley contained a Middle Miocene lake that discharged a big river that carved the Big Hole Canyon and dumped the eroded sediment into an enormous fan delta in a second Middle Miocene lake at Twin Bridges.

Field Trip #6: Sunday, August 1. Skip Yates, Henry Follman, and Ted Antonioli will lead a trip to look at stratigraphy, mineralization, and structure in Upper Warms Springs Creek, the Hidden Lake mine area, Cable Mountain, and the Cable mine. One focus will be the large displacement fault (Hidden Lake or Twin Peaks fault) that places Belt against Madison on the east flank of Cable Mountain.

Driving directions
Anaconda is between Butte and Missoula along Montana Highway 1, which is accessed from I-90 at the Anaconda exit. As you arrive in town, there is an Albertsons grocery store on the left (see map below). Goodman Park is immediately south of Albertsons, across Park Street (a one way going east). Continuing west on Highway 1 (called Commercial within the town of Anaconda), proceed to a stop light at Main Street. The High School is left (south) on Main several blocks, about half way to the Court House visible at the end of Main. Washoe Park is several blocks to the right at Main Street. 
REGISTRATION

Please complete the enclosed registration form and mail it no later than July 15. All field trip participants must register for the conference. Field trip registration includes a lunch. Please note that there are two places on the form where you can contribute to the scholarship fund of the TRGS – by purchasing a conference T shirt (guaranteed to be even more attractive than last year’s “the Burg” tshirt) or by making a direct contribution to scholarships. If you wish you may specify that your contribution be placed into either the Harrison or TRGS endowments, where we hold the principal constant and spend the interest on scholarships; otherwise, scholarship donations may be freely awarded as determined by the Scholarship Committee. In 2010 TRGS supported field work by 20 geology grad students in the total amount of $7600, a record.
